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PENNIWELLS - PAST LINKS WITH HORSES AND SHETLAND PONIES.


A recent visitor to RDA Penniwells is researching their family history relating to the Penniwells Estate, Elstree. Their ancestor, a Scottish jute merchant called John Coutts Duffus, owned the estate between 1907 and 1933. He lived there unmarried with his brother’s widow, Rosetta Duffus, and her two children, one of which was the grandmother of our visitor’s wife.


The main house (now demolished) at that time stood on the site of what is now the Sunrise Nursing Home. The large estate further consisted of Penniwells Lodge, which was occupied by the gardener and his family and still fronts Barnet Lane on the corner of Edgwarebury Lane. The coach house and stables, occupied by the coachman/groom and his family accessed off Edgwarebury Lane. This property, which is now much altered and extended is now called Penniwells. On the site of Penniwells RDA was the farm part of the estate. There was a large market garden and glasshouses, orchards and they kept all sorts of animals from highland cattle to turkeys. Their particular claim to fame though were the Shetland ponies bred at Penniwells by Rosetta which won countless awards at shows throughout the UK and were sent all over the world to establish breeding groups. The following is a report from The Argus, Melbourne, Victoria,  Australia,  Saturday 29th November 1924.


‘One of the largest- shipments of Shetland ponies ever introduced into Australia will arrive at Melbourne on Tuesday, December 2, on the White Star liner Zealandic. There are four mares with foals at foot and a filly, all of which come from the stud of Mrs. Etta Duffus,  Penniwells, Elstree, Herts, England. When the steamer arrives persons interested will be given an opportunity of seeing the famous May Queen, who has won nine championships in Great Britain and the reserve championship in the Renfrewshire Gold Cup competition. The mare is considered by some judges to be the finest exhibited for years’.
